Why Use Canvas for Teaching ?

• For Instructors:
• Better Assessment & Feedback

• Use of rubrics for structured and clear grading.
• SpeedGrader allows direct annotations on assignments and video feedback.
• Automated grade calculations for more efficient student tracking.

• Improved Course Management
• Internal linking to connect course materials, discussions, and activities.
• Rich content editor for an intuitive course design experience.
• Student view mode to preview content from the learner’s perspective.



Why Use Canvas for Teaching ?

• Easy Access & Navigation

• Centralized course content in an organized structure.
• Seamless linking between assignments, discussions, and resources.
• Mobile-friendly platform with push notifications for deadlines.

• Flexibility to submit assignments from multiple locations.
• Discussion forums for interactive peer collaboration.

Feature Canvas🖥️ Moodle🔧

User Interface & Ease of Use

✅Modern, intuitive, and easy to 
navigate. 
✅ Clean design with a structured 
menu. 
✅ Drag-and-drop course builder.

❌More complex interface, can 
become cluttered. 
✅ Highly customizable layout but 
requires effort.

Customization & Flexibility
❌ Limited customization (fixed UI). 
✅ Built-in integrations (H5P, Google 
Drive, Turnitin).

✅Open-source with deep 
customization. 
✅ Thousands of plugins for added 
functionality.

Grading & Assessment Tools

✅ SpeedGrader for quick feedback. 
✅ Automated quizzes & performance 
analytics. 
✅ Peer review and rubric-based 
grading.

✅ Advanced quiz options & 
customized feedback. 
✅ Supports rubric grading but 
less intuitive than Canvas.

Collaboration & 
Communication

✅ Built-in discussion forums, 
announcements, and video/audio 
feedback. 
✅ Seamless integration with Microsoft 
Teams & Zoom.

✅More forum types (Q&A, wikis, 
chatrooms). 
❌ Less polished integration with 
external tools.

Hosting & Accessibility

✅ Fully cloud-hosted (SaaS), no need 
for self-hosting. 
✅ High uptime and mobile-friendly 
app.

✅ Can be self-hosted or cloud-
based via MoodleCloud. 
❌ Requires server management if 
self-hosted.

Cost & Licensing

❌ Paid platform, requires institutional 
subscription. 
✅ Includes hosting, updates, and 
support.

✅Open-source and free to self-
host. 
✅ Paid hosting available via 
MoodleCloud.

Best For...
✅ Institutions looking for a user-
friendly, scalable LMS with low 
maintenance.

✅Organizations needing full 
control, customization, and self-
hosting options.

• H5P (HTML5 Package) is an open-source tool that allows users to create, share, 
and reuse interactive content in educational platforms such as Moodle, 
WordPress, and Drupal.

• Supports various content types (quizzes, videos, presentations, interactive 

books, etc.)
• Fully responsive and mobile-friendly
• Easily integrates with Learning Management Systems (LMS)

• Enhances engagement, improves learning outcomes, and facilitates content 
creation for educators and trainers.
